citrus, liquorice, cinnamon, aniseed, fruits and herbs. 

You should always be able to detect juniper which is characteristically dry, piney and peppery. 
Is the juniper on the tongue or towards the back of  the mouth? How strong is it?

Is the aftertaste similar to the nose or different?
Is the aftertaste dominated by stronger flavours such as spice, earth or aniseed?

It should also make some of  the other botanical flavours more detectable.

How has the flavour changed? 
What other flavours can you detect now?

This recipe is based on one of the earliest recorded Thomas Dakin recipes from 
1761 and uses a vapour infusion programme. It was developed 200 years ago 
with 10 botanicals but the recipe was lost for 200 years and ended up being 

brewed for the first time in Warrington in 1987! 

Our recommendation: Mediterranean Fever-Tree tonic 
with a slice of  lemon.

Started in 2014 as one of the first gin distilleries in the Cotswolds at Shipton-
on-Stour but the distillery had always distilled malt whisky prior to this. 
Our recommendation: Elderflower Fever-Tree tonic 

with a slice of  grapefruit.

SAILOR JERRY

Sailor Jerry Spiced Rum was developed after copious historical research into 
maritime rums. The all-natural spices and flavors we chose give our rum a rich, 
smooth taste characterised by top notes of vanilla and cinnamon. More than

MALIBU

made by distiller Lesley Gracey who used an “Old Bennett” pot made in 1860. 

Our recommendation: Cucumber Schweppes tonic 
with a slice of cucumber and mint.

GORDON’S

Rich pine, juniper, coriander seeds, angelica root, liquorice, orange, orris root, 
lemon peel, ginger, cassia oil, nutmeg

Brewed since 1769 in Laindon in Essex, it has 35% of world gin sales. Old Tom is 
the copper pot still used to brew the gin whose recipe was a secret for over 250 

years and is triple distilled.

Our recommendation: Elderflower Fever-Tree tonic 
with a slice of  lime and mint.

HAVANA CLUB

It is a first quality golden rum with a soft and woody finish, expertly processed 
and aged twice. Made from a mixture of old and young rum, Especial is the 
ideal rum for real Cuba Libre, just like the one served in the bars of Havana. 

KRAKEN BLACK SPICED RUM

The Kraken is imported rum from the Caribbean blended with natural flavour. 
The Kraken Rum is strong, rich, black and smooth. An imported rum blended

TARQUIN’S BRITISH BLACKBERRY

Wild berries, sweet spice, crisp juniper, frangipani, raspberry sorbet,

Tarquin’s Brilliant British Blackberry Gin is made at the Southwestern Distillery 
by producing Cornish Dry Gin and then infusing it with blackberries and local 
wildflower honey. The result is a fruity spirit that still has the classic juniper 

flavour. 

Our recommendation: with Lemon Fever-Tree tonic and slice 
of  orange and blackberry.

TANQUERAY
43.1% £8.50

Juniper, coriander, angelica, liquorice

This gin, currently brewed in Fife, Scotland.  This London dry gin was originally 
created by Charles Tanqueray in 1830 by using only four botanicals and he did 

not coat the still with sugar to hide the taste, so the gin was pure and clear with 
a four-step distillation process.

Our recommendation: Mediterranean Fever-Tree tonic 
with a slice of  grapefruit and thyme. 

SIPSMITH LEMON DRIZZLE 
40.4% £9.25

Juniper, sun-dried lemon peel, lemon verbena

Inspired by the citrus gins from the early 1900’s, Sipsmith take their classic 
London Dry Gin and layer on sweet sundried lemon peel, lemon verbena and 

vapour-infused fresh lemons.

Our recommendation: Lemon Fever-Tree tonic with fresh 
mint.BACARDI CARTA BLANCO

40% £3.50
A classic white rum with distinctive vanilla and almond notes developed in white 

oak barrels and shaped through a secret blend of charcoal for a distinctive 
smoothness.

CAPTAIN MORGAN DARK
41.4% £3.50

After distillation, the rum is aged for at least two years in charred oak barrels 
before the Ron Maestro (master blender) performs his art in the secret blending 
of the finished liquid. The result is a superior quality rum with a rich and smooth 

taste. Flavours of toffee and vanilla are perfectly balanced by the smoky cask 
finish.

Pink grapefruit was added to Chase’s Williams range of flavoured gins in 2016. 
This is made with potatoes grown on the Herefordshire producer’s farm, which 

are distilled and infused with juniper, orange peel, liquorice, elderflower and 
bitter almond. This is then re-distilled with grapefruit and pomelo peels. A fruity 

and refreshingly tart gin.

Our recommendation: Mediterranean Fever-Tree tonic
with fresh orange and grapefruit.

TWISTING SPIRITS EARL GREY TEA 
41.5% £9.25

Earl Grey, juniper, coriander seed, angelica, almonds, orris, cardamon, liquorice, 
casssia, sarsaparilla.

Earl Grey tea leaves are sourced from a Tewkesbury independent family business 
specialising in high quality teas for the very best quality.

Our recommendation: Lemon tonic or Elderflower tonic 
served with a slice of  lemon.

WHITLEY NEILL RASPBERRY GIN
43% £8.50

Scottish raspberries, liquorice, corriander, boabab fruit & cafe gooseberries

This gin is made in London and inspired by Scotland, with 100% grain spirit 
distilled in a copper called Constance which is 100 years old. Delicately sweet 

with an invigorating tartness from Scottish raspberries, complemented perfectly 
by undertones of liquorice and coriander for a well-rounded finish.

Our recommendation: Light Fever-Tree tonic or lemonade.

WHITLEY NEILL RHUBARB & GINGER

Juniper, angelica root, coriander seed, liquorice, sweet orange, 
lemon, rhubarb, ginger

This is a brand-new addition that was inspired by the Great British Countryside.
